
Fire Procedures

St. Andrew’s Church, Kettleburgh
1. In the event of a fire breaking out, all people within the Church should leave immediately in an orderly fashion via the door furthest from the fire. See “EXITS” below 

2. The Priest, or the Churchwarden or Sidesman, (the Leader) will instruct the Congregation on how best to proceed.

3. Where the fire is considered minor and controllable, attempts should be made, in parallel with the evacuation, to use the appropriate FIRE EXTINGUISHER to put it out. See details below.

4. The Leader will ensure that all persons have left the Church and will leave the doors closed to reduce draught to the fire. Prior to leaving (where possible) all electrical power will be switched off at the main control box.

5. The Leader will, as soon as possible, delegate an early leaver to call the Fire Service.

6. All persons will assemble in Church Road adjacent to the Church entry path.
