Bus shelter: SCC is waiting for permission from Heritage Housing to site a shelter on the corner of Church Road and The Street. The clerk will ensure that residents close by are aware of this proposal. 

Outdoor Playspace Playpot fund: SCDC are aware that the new development of six cottages in The Street, Barrel Cottages, are being built as three bedroomed, not two bedroomed cottages.  They will in due course seek the extra playspace funding from the developers.  This money will be used towards the cost of play equipment on the Village Green.

Village Green Insurance:  it will not be possible to combine the Village Green insurance with the Parish Council policy, as the Kettleburgh Green Trust is an autonomous body.  Combined insurance would be possible if the Trust were disbanded and a sub-committee of the Parish Council formed to manage the Village Green.  

Notice Board: the old notice board has been sold to Mr J Bater for £50.00. The W. Capon plaque is to be removed and stored with the Parish Council archives.
