Minutes of Kettleburgh Annual Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 23 May 2006

The Parish Clerk was in attendance.  Six parishioners were present.  The Meeting began at 8:30pm

1. ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN AND VICE CHAIRMAN 
Cllr Paul Norman was re-elected as chairman.  Cllr Rob Booth was re-elected as vice chairman.

2. The DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE was completed and signed by the chairman.

3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST  

Cllr Norman and Cllr Pearce declared an interest regarding Item 12: Planning Application C06/0807/FUL.   Cllr Scott declared an interest regarding item 12: Planning Application C06/0734/FUL.

4. There were no apologies for absence.

5. Minutes of meeting held on 7 March were unanimously approved and signed.

6. The request for the clerk’s training bursary from NALC for £195 was approved and signed.  
The clerk outlined training opportunities for new councillors at the SALC offices in Claydon.  The chairman endorsed the value of training and took the opportunity to welcome Cllr Pearce back to serving as a councillor.  Cllr Pearce agreed to attend training sessions.  The clerk will make necessary arrangements.  

	 7.   WORKING PARTIES - REPORTS
	

	a) Communications

Mobile library/Coffee Caravan: Cllr Pearce reported that the library van, which visits on alternate Tuesdays from 3:45 – 4:00pm, is at present only used by 4 people in Kettleburgh.  Its use should be encouraged by advertising on the notice board and in the Parish Magazine.  Cllr Pearce is willing to distribute fliers to houses in the village.  At the suggestion of Cllr Bellfield, the clerk will also contact Suffolk Libraries.  The invitation to the mobile coffee caravan should be delayed until a firm base of users of the library is established.  

Village website: there has been a request for a simplified site and the posting of up to date council minutes.  Cllr Booth will attend to this.  He has been encouraged by the number of visits to recent articles on the website, but disappointed by the response to community email facilities.  

Neighbourhood Watch:  Cllr Booth is our new village co-ordinator.  He will make information from the scheme available on the website.

	b) Village Green 

 Framework Agreement: following advice from solicitors Cross, Ram & Co., the Parish Council and the Village Green Trust will be able to finalise an agreed Framework Agreement between the two parties. 

	c) Footpaths/bridleways  

Cllr Scott displayed maps of the Parish showing rights of way and landowner references at the Annual Parish Meeting. Now that crops are growing, the footpath that leads from Mill Lane to Kettleburgh Hall should shortly be reinstated.  

	d) Community

Emergency Planning Seminar: Cllr Bater reported from the seminar.  An emergency may be severe weather, flooding, snow drifts, an incident at Sizewell, an aircraft crash, Avian flu.  Suggested action plans were: to produce a village strategy for coping, to work with other local parishes, or to do nothing and muddle through.  After discussion, councillors agreed we should approach our neighbouring parishes, Brandeston and Easton, with a view to forming a small group that would co-ordinate resources and plan for emergency action.  One person per 40 houses is the recommended ratio of help needed.  We would need to seek volunteers and create an Emergency Team.  When the plan is formed, the Parish Council should review and then publish it, and it should be updated annually. External support is available from SALC, the Emergency services, DEFRA and the internet.  Cllr Bater has details of a scheme that is running in Gt. Barton that could be used as a model. 

	e) Police Liaison
Cllr Pearce agreed to take on this responsibility.  

	f) Trees   
Cllr Chase stated that new trees would be available in the autumn for planting in public areas, such as hedgerows, footpaths and the Village Green.

	g) The Pound

Wayleave Agreement for the Resiting of the Power line: with the agreement of council, this document was signed by the clerk and will be returned to EDF, with the expectation that work will commence in the summer.
